4.4.3 demonstrate active listening and viewing behaviors 

	
	

	Learning Objectives
	The students will be able to use vocabulary learned in class to create a restaurant menu and write complete sentences on food they like/dislike.

The students will be able to practice the language with their classmates by asking questions on foods that their classmates prefer.

	Materials
	‘Mi Menú’ Handout

‘¡La Comida!’ Handout
Individual academic vocabulary notebook

Markers

	Lesson: Opener/ Warm-up
	Read ‘Huevos Verdes con Jamón’ by Dr. Seuss
Review vocabulary needed for their menu using  vocabulary chart

	Lesson Activity
	Day 1
Students will gather in the reading area and teacher will read to them ‘Huevos Verdes con Jamón’ where they will review (as a class) the specific vocabulary needed to complete their worksheets.

Students will begin and complete the handout ‘La comida!’ which will include filling in ‘Mi comida favorita es...’ and ‘no me gusta comer...’ using the vocabulary used in class and the vocabulary written on the chart of the board (see chart below). They will then pair up with someone who is also finished and ask each other what their favourite food is. The handout itself will have the question for them to ask: ¿Amigo(a), cuál es tu comida favorita? 

	
	Day 2

Teacher will review instructions for starting ‘Mi Menú’. 
Before starting on the activity, the teacher will go over specific phrases on how to present their menu. These phrases will be short and include: 

· Mi restaurante se llama_______________

· Para la entrada servimos _____________

· Para el primer plato servimos _________

· Y para el postre servimos_____________

Students will then fill in their handout and use remaining class time to color their menu and draw their foods on if they wish

Day 3
Students will gather on the carpet to begin class and will do a quick review on food vocabulary by sharing with the class what they ate for breakfast or dinner last night. (“Anoche comí ___”/ “Para el desayuno comí ____”)
Students will partner up again but with a different partner from the first class and compare menus to practice speaking and reading the target language (using the phrases reviewed in the second class). This will go on for about 20 minutes (allowing students to switch partners). The teacher will go from group to group to make sure students are being successful and assist those who are struggling.
Students will go back to their desks for the remaining class time and share some foods they liked on their friends menus.

	Differentiated Instruction
	Students with learning disabilities

These students will be given an individual vocabulary chart with English translation beside the Spanish words and a picture to help assist them with what they are writing. They will be given the phrases as well in an individual handout so they do not need to memorize the phrases and be able to work faster. 
English Language Learners

Provide these students with the instructions once again but at a slower pace. Supply them with individual charts as well and give them personal dictionaries with pictures. Allow them to use drawings rather than sentences. (ex. A smile beside an apple for food they like, or a frown beside an onion).
Gifted

The students will be given an option of choosing a handout that asks them questions such as: Me gusta comer _______ porque ________ and me gustaría probar algún día ______ porque _____(and ask they to research a food they have never tried). Or to create a food chart on what they have ate in the past week for breakfast, lunch and dinner.

	Assessment
	Self-assessment (checklist based on Alberta outcomes/objectives). This will be used for students to self-evaluate themselves to see where they are at this point of the year with simple food vocabulary. (See below)
